GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS:
1. PREAMBLE: - The KPCL has one of its Hydro Electric Power Station called Munirabad dam Power House on the left bank of The Tungabhadra dam at Munirabad. The Munirabad dam Power House was commissioned during 1960’s having 3 Units of 2 x 9 MW + 1 x 10 MW totaling installed capacity of 28 MW.
2. DEFINITION OF TERMS
            In construing these General Conditions and the annexed specification, the following words shall have the meanings herein assigned to them unless there is something in the subject or context inconsistent with such construction
a) “Corporation" means Karnataka Power Corporation limited. Shakthi Bhavan, No 82, RC road, Bangalore

b) The "Engineer" shall mean the Superintending Engineer (Elect) Almatti Dam Power House, Karnataka Power Corporation Limited, or such other officer as may be duly authorised and appointed by the Superintending Engineer (Elect). The decision of the Superintending Engineer (Elect) shall be final and binding on the contractor.

c)  The "Purchaser" shall mean the Executive Engineer (M) ADPH, Almatti Dam Power House, Karnataka Power Corporation Limited, or its assignees.

7. TRANSIT RISK INSURANCE: 
a) The transit insurance from Ex‑ works up to FOR destination shall be arranged by the contractor / supplier under their own open cover policy. F.O.R. destination price shall also include the cost of Insurance. It shall therefore be the responsibility of the contractor to deliver the consignment on F.O.R. destination basis. Any loss or damage during transit shall be replaced by the contractor without waiting for insurance claim settlement from his under writers. The consignee will intimate the contractor of the loss / damage / shortage during transit on receipt and verification of materials at site. The consignee will assist the contractor in getting the OD certificate from Carrier's if considered necessary.

8. PAYMENT:

9. VALIDITY  PERIOD, PRICES / RATE, TAXES:

The Contractor shall extend the Bank Guarantee towards Security Deposit beyond the stipulated Guarantee Period, in case defects are notified during the Guarantee Period. The Bank Guarantee shall be valid till such time the defects are rectified and performance of the Equipment / materials is satisfactory for a period of 12 months in addition 3 months extra for clearance of BG from the date of rectification of such defects
12. Contract Agreement: Purchaser shall intimate the successful tenderer and issue Purchase order / Letter of Intent for supply of materials. The agency shall enter into an agreement (duly submitting BG) with the Purchaser for proper fulfilment of the Contract within 15 days from the receipt of PO/LOI.  The Agreement shall be executed by the Contractor on Rs.100/‑ Stamp Paper purchased in Karnataka, in the form prescribed by the Corporation immediately after the order is received. The Proforma of contract Agreement is enclosed vide Annexure -B.
      The expenses of completing and stamping the Agreement shall be paid by the Contractor and shall be furnished to the purchaser free of cost with an executed stamped counter part of the agreement together with 6 additional copies of the contract agreement.  Each copy of the contract agreement which shall comprise of the agreement together with its Annexure viz., Sections-I, II, Annexure/Schedules shall be furnished in duly bound. 
The copies of Contract agreement shall be duly signed by the Contractor under Contract's company seal on all pages. 

After the contract Agreement has been executed, all orders or instructions to the contractor shall, except as herein otherwise provided, be given by the Engineer on behalf of the Corporation. 

Failure to enter into Contract Agreement within 15 days of receipt of detailed purchase Order/LOI will result in forfeiture of Earnest Money Deposit. 

13. CONTRACTOR’S DEFAULT: If the contractor neglects to execute the ‘works’ with due diligence and expedition or refuse or neglect to comply with reasonable orders given to him in written by corporation in connection with the ‘works’ or contravene the provision of the contract, the corporation may give notice in writing to the contractor to make good the failure, neglect or contravention complained of. The contractor fails to comply with the notice within 30 days from the date of service thereof then in such case, the corporation shall be at liberty to terminate the contract. The termination of contract under this clause shall not entitle the contractor to reduce the value of performance guarantee bond (security deposit) nor the time thereof. The performance guarantee bond shall be valid for the full value for the contract period.
14. WARRANTY / GUARANTEE: 

The materials shall be guaranteed against 12 months from the date of commissioning or 18 months from the date of despatch against any manufacturing defects / poor workmanship. Any defect noticed during this period due to bad workmanship / materials defects shall be made well at free of cost.
15. TENDER EVALUATION: The tenders will be evaluated item wise like Unit rate, taxes, insurance and supply up to F O R destination will be considered. KPCL reserves the right for evaluation of tender. It is not binding on Purchaser to consider L1 offer. Basic rate, taxation and freight, handling at site will be considered for evaluation. Quantity indicated in tender is tentative.
16. DEDUCTIONS OF AMOUNT: Any amount or amounts which becomes due and payable to the KPCL from Tenderer, shall  be deducted from any amount or amounts becoming due and payable to Tenderer  under this or any other contract with KPCL.  Income Tax will be deducted at source if applicable.
17. DELIVERY PERIOD: The delivery period/completion period is the period of “Final completion” of all the works including the supply of all materials. The materials shall be delivered with in Three months (90 days) from the date of issue of letter of award. In case there is a delay in delivery of the material beyond the stipulated contractual delivery period, the contractor while claiming payment against the despatch, shall arrange deduction of the amount equivalent of the penalty amount for the late delivery portion applicable as per the rates stipulated in the contract.  The issue of the levy of penalty will be taken up separately only after completion of supplies and further action on withheld payment will be taken up as per KPCL’s procedures.
18. QUALITY OF MATERIALS / SPECIFICATIONS: All Materials used shall be of best quality and class most suitable for working under tropical condition and shall withstand normal variation in temperature, and other service conditions without any disturbance or deterioration without affecting the strength and stability of the materials. Quality of the materials shall be clearly specified in the tender with relevant ISI & ISO / standards and the supply shall be as per the offer / detailed specification. The supplier should furnish the test certificate of the material free of cost. Supplies not in confirmation to accepted / approved quality shall be liable to be rejected. The supplier shall arrange to collect the rejected Materials and replace the same with approved quality Materials at their risk and cost within the period of being informed in writing.
19. TEST AND CERTIFICATES: All test conducted as per the relevant IS standards shall be furnished. The supplier shall provide six sets of these test certificates without extra cost. In case KPCL desires to send their representative for witnessing the tests, the supplier shall arrange to perform the tests in the presence of KPCL representative.
20. PERFORMANCE TEST: The Supplier shall ensure that the materials to be supplied shall satisfactorily withstand such tests that are customary for the manufacturer for the type of the Materials specified.
21.  INSPECTION: The purchaser reserves the right for inspection of material and witnessing the tests, if considered necessary. 
22. SUBLETTING OF CONTRACT: The Supplier shall not, without the consent in writing of the Engineering or Purchaser, which shall not be unreasonably with-held, assign or sub-let his Contract, or any substantial part thereof, other than raw Materials for minor details, or for any part of the work of which the makers are named in the Contract, provided that any such consent shall not relieve the Contractor from any obligation, duty or responsibility under the Contract.
23. PATENT RIGHTS: In the event of any claim or demand being made or action being brought against the Purchaser for infringement or alleged infringement of any patent rights in respect of supplies or things used or supplied by the Contractor under this Contract or in respect of any method of using or working by the Purchaser against all costs and expenses arising from or incurred by reason of any such claim. The Purchaser shall notify the Contractor immediately whenever any claim is made. The Contractor may, if the he so desires and shall if so required by the Purchaser, and with the assistance of the Purchaser defend such claim at the Contractor’s own expenses or carry on negotiations for settlement of the claim.

DEATH, BANKRUPTCY, ETC.,: If the Contractor dies or commits any act of bankruptcy or being a Corporation goes into liquidation except for reconstruction purposes or if his or its business is carried on by a receiver, the executors, successors, or other  representatives in lieu of the estate of the Contractor or any such receiver, liquidator,  or any person in whom the Contract may become vested, shall forthwith give notice thereof in writing to the Purchaser and shall for one  month, during which he shall take all reasonable steps to prevent stoppage of the work, have the option of carrying out the Contract subject to his or their providing such guarantees as may be required by the Purchaser but not exceeding the value of the work for the time being remaining un-executed. In the event of the stoppage of the works, the period of option under this clause shall be 14 days only, provided that, should the above option not be exercised, the Purchaser may determine the Contract by a notice in writing to the Contractor. The power and provisions reserved to the Purchaser in the last preceding clause on the taking of the work out of the Contractors hands, shall apply as for may be when the Contract is so determined.
25. DELIVERY OF MATERIALS AND DESPATCH INSTRUCTIONS:
All tests shall be carried out before despatch as per Technical Specifications and test certificates, wherever applicable, are approved and despatch instructions have been given by the purchaser to the Contractor. Contractor shall inform purchaser for inspection in writing and the Purchaser shall not unreasonably delay for inspection and for issuance of despatch instructions.


The despatch documents shall be prepared by the contractor in such a way so as to enable the purchaser to identify the parts in every package.  It shall be noted by the Contractor that if it is found that some material short supplied have been invoiced in the despatch documents, the supplier shall be liable to supply such short supplied material  free  of  cost  at  site.  Freight charges, insurance etc on such short dispatches shall be to the account of the Contractor. 

The materials are to be despatch by Road and payment will be made only after receipt & acceptance of material in good condition at our stores. The materials shall be boxed / crated so as to withstand rough handling during transit to avoid the damages, etc., 

It shall be noted by the Contractor, that the materials if despatched, without fulfilling all the contractual obligations, the consignee will not honour the documents and losses/damages etc., if any shall be to the Contractor's account.
26. CERTIFICATES NOT TO AFFECT RIGHTS OF THE PURCHASER OR CONTRACTOR: No certificate of the Engineer on account, nor any sum paid on account, by the Purchaser, nor any extension of time for the execution of the works by the Contractor under the powers granted shall affect or prejudice the rights of the Purchaser against the Contractor or relieve the Contractor of his obligations for the due performance of the Contract to be interpreted as approval of the work done or the materials supplied and no certificate shall create liability for the Purchaser to pay for alterations, amendments, variations or additional work not ordered in writing by the Engineer, or discharge the liability of the Contractor for the payment of damage whether duly ascertained or  certified  or  not  or  of  any  against the  payment  of  which  he   is bound  to indemnify the Purchaser nor shall any such certificates  nor the acceptance by him of any sum paid on account or otherwise affect or prejudice the rights of  the Contractor against the Purchaser.
27. PACKING, FORWARDING AND DESPATCH: 
a) The contractor shall provide such packing of Goods as is required to prevent damage or deterioration during transport to their final destination as indicated in the contract.  The packing shall be sufficient to withstand, without limitation, rough handling during transport and exposure to extreme temperatures, corrosion effect or saline atmosphere during transport and high humid storage.  The packing case, size and weights shall take into consideration, where appropriate, the remoteness of the “Goods” final destination and the absence of mechanised heavy handling facilities, at all points in transport.
b) The packing, marking and documentation within and outside the package shall be done properly.  The package shall be such that they will comply with the requirements of rail/sea/road transport.
c) Contractor shall notify the corporation the date of each consignment dispatched, mode of dispatch and expected date of arrival at site.
d) Delivery shall be deemed to have been made when materials are received at F.O.R. destination.  The delivery period shall be reckoned from the date of award of LOA.
e) The contractor shall furnish complete details of despatch information concerning the weight, size, list of bill of materials with their break up prices, literature/write-ups of various components after the placement of order.
f) No material/equipment shall be dispatched without prior dispatch instruction from the corporation.
28. LIABILITY FOR ACCIDENT AND DAMEGES: Under the contract the contractor shall be totally responsible for all loss damage to the materials until they are accepted after receipt at site.
29. PENALTY FOR LATE DELIVERY: 
a) If the supplier fails to supply the materials within the stipulated delivery period or any extension thereof, the supplier shall be liable for a penalty of ½% of the contract price of the material for each week of delay subject to a maximum of 10% of the contract value.
b) Security deposit will be forfeited if the tenderer fails to supply the ordered materials and the agency will be black listed.
c) If the supplier supply materials after stipulated delivery period without obtaining purchaser written permission, KPCL at its discretion can reject the materials, the contractor has to make arrangements to take back the materials at his own cost & risk. KPCL will not be responsible for any loss/ damage to those materials.
30. REJECTION OF DEFECTIVE MATERIALS: 
a) The purchaser will verify / inspect the Materials after receipt at Stores. Purchaser shall decide and notify in writing to the contractor about damage / shortage / rejections etc., If the Materials or any portion thereof, is found defective, or fails to fulfil the requirements of the contract, the Purchaser shall give the contractor notice setting forth such defects or failure, and the contractor shall forthwith make the defective equipment or material good, or alter the same to make it comply with the requirement of the contract.  Should he fail to do so within reasonable time, the purchaser may reject and replace at the cost of the contractor, the whole or any portion of the equipment or material, as the case may be which is defective or fails to fulfil the requirements of the contract.  Such replacement shall be carried out by the purchaser within a reasonable time and at a reasonable price and where reasonably possible to the same specification and under competitive conditions. The contractor's full and extreme liability under this clause shall be specified by the payment to the purchaser of the extra cost, if any, of such replacement delivered as provided for in the original contract.  Such extra cost being the ascertained, differences between the prices paid by the purchaser, under the provisions above mentioned for such replacement and the contract price for the material so replaced and the repayment of any sum paid by the purchaser to the contractor, in respect of such defective material. Should the purchaser not to replace the rejected material within a reasonable time the Contractor's full and extreme liability under this clause shall be satisfied by the repayment of all money paid by the purchaser to him in respect of such material.
b) In the event of such rejection, the Purchaser shall be entitled to the use of the material in a reasonable and proper manner for a time reasonably sufficient to enable him to obtain other replacement material. During the period the rejected Material is used commercially the contractor shall not be entitled to any payment for such use.
31. TENDER REJECTION: The tender shall be rejected immediately, if the tender is.
a) Tenderer who do not meet the Pre-qualifying requirements non responsive.
b) From any black listed firm or contractor.
c) Tenderer whose past performance is not satisfactory.
d) Not in conformity with the tender terms and conditions
32.  FORCE MAJEURE: At any time during the continuance of this contract, if the performance in whole or in part of any obligation under this contract shall be prevented or delayed by reasons of any war, hostility, acts of public enemy, acts of civil commotion, strikes, lockouts, sabotage fires, floods explosions, epidemics, quarantine restrictions or other acts of God (hereinafter  referred  to  as eventualities)   then,   provided notices of the happening of any such eventuality is given by Tenderer  to the Corporation within 15 days from  the  date  of occurrence  thereof, neither party shall, by reasons   of   such  eventuality, be entitled to terminate this contract, nor shall have any claim for damages against the other in respect of such non-performance or delay in performance, and deliveries under this contract shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such eventuality has come to an end or ceased to exist.
33.  COMMERCIAL & TECHNICAL DEVIATION: No deviation will be accepted and that conditional tenders will be summarily be rejected.  Hence, the Tenderer are requested to get all the doubts clarified before submitting the tender. Deviation if any from the technical specification given which provides improvement in the functioning of the equipment shall be clearly brought out with their advantages.
34. ENGINEER'S DECISIONS: In all matters in respect of the tender, the decision of The Superintending Engineer (Elect) ADPH, KPCL, Sitimani, Post : Rampur- 587 207, Dist. Bagalkot, Karnataka State shall be final and binding on the Contractor.
35. SUITS OR PROCEEDINGS: Any suit or proceedings arising out of this contract shall be initiated in the appropriate law courts at Bagalkot.
