Eligibility Criteria  : 


Prequalification will be based on meeting all the following requirements regarding the Applicant’s financial position, general and particular experience, personnel and equipment capabilities. 

1.1. Financial turnover : Average annual turnover of the Applicant as a sole or a Joint Venture over the last five years from 2004-05 to 2008-09 shall not be less than INR 50 Cr with minimum of  INR 25 Cr in a year. Financial statements indicating turnover duly certified by practicing chartered accountants is to be furnished.

1.2. Financial capability :  The Applicant as a sole or a Joint Venture shall demonstrate that they have access to, or have available, working capital, liquid assets, available lines of credit, and other financial means sufficient to meet the required cash flow for execution of Contract for a period of 6 months during the duration of the contract, estimated as INR 40 Cr. equivalent for this works only. The requisite information to be furnished shall be supplemented by enclosing relevant certified documents with the Application in order to satisfy the above criterion.

1.3. General and Particular Experience : 

a)  The Applicant as a sole or  Joint Venture(All members together) shall have successfully  completed minimum three  works in last five years which include  complete  Design,  Procurement,  Supply,  Installation, Construction, Testing and Commissioning of all Process equipments, Mechanical,     Electrical and Instrumentation  including Automation of   Industrial  Water Treatment  or Water & waste water treatment works.  One   of them    shall be of value min. INR 50 Cr. In this period  minimum in     one work  they  should  have  carried  out  Total  Industrial  waste Water treatment    work of 1000 M3/day capacity having MF / UF, RO,  and sludge   dewatering system .

1.4.1. Sole applicant : Sole applicant is to satisfy all the above conditions under clauses  1.1 to 1.3  a to e

1.5. Joint Venture :
1.5.1. Joint Ventures may  be   constituted   with   maximum   number   of three (3) partners 
          (including lead partner) and must comply with the following requirements.

1.5.2. The following are the minimum qualification requirements :

(i)  The lead partner shall meet not less than 50% and each of the other partners shall meet   not less than 25% of the criteria of Clause 1.1 & 1.2.

(ii)  The lead partner shall meet at least one contract of the Clause no.1.3 a,b,c.

(iii)  Any one of the partners shall meet 100% of Clauses 1.3 c,d,e.

The Joint Venture must satisfy collectively the criteria of 1.1 to 1.3 for which purpose the relevant figures for each of the partners shall be added together to arrive at the Joint Venture’s total capacity.

1.5.3. Any application shall be signed to legally bind all partners, jointly and severally, and application shall be submitted with a copy of the Joint Venture agreement, providing the joint and several liabilities with respect to the Contract.

1.5.4. The prequalification of a Joint Venture in any other Joint Venture or association does not prequalify any of its partners individually or as a partner in this work.  In case of dissolution of a Joint Venture, each one of the constituent firms may prequalify if it meets all of the prequalification requirements, subject to written approval of the Chief Engineer .

1.5.5. The formation of a Joint Venture after prequalification, and any change in a pre-qualified Joint Venture, will be subject to the written approval of the Employer prior to the deadline for submission of bids. Such approval will be denied if the partners in the changed Joint Venture do not meet the qualifying requirements, or if, in the opinion of the Chief Engineer , a substantial reduction in competition will result.

2.0.   Litigation History : The Applicant  including all members of the joint venture shall provide accurate information on any litigation or arbitration resulting from contract completed or under its execution over the last five years. A consistent history of awards against the Applicant or any partner of a Joint Venture may result in rejection of the application. If  at any point of time even after award of work the information provided is found false, then also the contract can be terminated.
3.0 Personal and Equipment capabilities :  The applicant as a sole or joint venture shall have capacity to deploy   manpower and equipments required for the execution of     the work. The details of the manpower and equipments will be deployed shall be given.
4.0 Deviations from PQR : The Chief Engineer reserves the right to waive minor deviations, if the  Chief Engineer considers that they do not materially affect the capability of an Applicant to perform the Contract. The Chief Engineer   decision in this regard shall be final, binding and conclusive.
