1.0 Karnataka Power Corporation Ltd. 3.0 Tenders are invited on buy back of Failed 250 MVA, 15.75/220 KV, 3 phase,50 Hz Generator Transformer and associated accessories on WHERE IS AS IS basis. The Contractor at his risk and cost shall arrange for dismantling and transporting of failed transformer. Considering the above, tenderers shall assess the Buy back value of the failed transformer and indicate in the price schedule to arrive at the final FOR cost at the destination point.

After login to Contractors, please scroll down to the right side bottom to see List of tenders, please click there to find the details of NIT and download copy of the tender.  Only interested Contractors who wish to participate should remit on line transaction fee for tender after registering in the portal.  The transaction fee is non-refundable.

5.0 Tenders must be accompanied by Earnest Money Deposit of Rs.10.00 lakhs. E-Payment shall be made for Rs.1.00 lakhs and should be paid online through e-Procurement portal using any of the following payment modes.

5.4 Over the Counter (OTC) (only through designated branches of Axis Bank)
The Remaining Rupees 9 Lakhs has to be furnished through Bank Guarantee. The bank guarantee submitted towards EMD shall be valid for a period of 210 days from the date of opening of the Technical bid (cover-I). In case, the validity of the Bid is required to be extended, the validity of the BG furnished towards EMD shall be extended up to 30 days beyond such extended Bid validity period. The BG shall be furnished in the prescribed format. Scanned copy of the bank guarantee shall be up-loaded to the e-portal along with cover- 1and the original bank guarantee shall be submitted to Chief Engineer (Thermal-designs) at the earliest after bid submission & before opening of cover -2.

Instructions regarding (e-Procurement)

(i) The bid is to be submitted through the  GOK e-Procurement platform www.eproc.karnataka.gov.in  only:

(ii) Bidders, who have not registered in the GOK e-Procurement portal, may do so by registering through website www.eproc.karnataka.gov.in .
(iii) The bidders can access tender documents on the website, fill them and submit the completed tender document into electronic tender on the website itself within the stipulated date and time. The Tender Notification, along with Blank tender documents can be obtained through the e-procurement portal web site www.eproc.karnataka.gov.in . 
(iv) Bidders shall refrain from altering/modifying/revising the price bids after the date and time fixed for submitting of bids in the calendar of events even though if it is accepted by the portal. Date and time stamp of the portal shall be final in deciding the time and date of submission of bid. Decision of the Corporation in this regard is final and acceptable to all the bidders.
(v) Bidders shall attach scanned copies of all the documents pertaining to the Technical bid and the Price bid has to be electronically filled in the web site itself. 
(vi) Conditional tenders, tenders not accompanied by EMD, tenders not properly uploaded and late submission of tenders shall be rejected.

8.0 Minimum Pre-Qualifying Requirements:
8.1 The bidder shall be a regular manufacturer of transformers of capacity 220KV class or above in India.

8.2 The bidder shall have successfully designed, manufactured, supplied and commissioned a minimum of 2 Nos. of similar transformers or higher capacity power transformers for power generating stations / utilities and the same shall have satisfactorily performed for a minimum period of two years during the preceding five years reckoned from the last date fixed for opening of tenders.

The intending bidder should have achieved in at least 2 (two) financial years a minimum annual financial turn over of Rs. 50 Crores ( Rupees Fifty Crores.) during the preceding 5 (five) completed financial years i.e., 2005-06, 2006-07, 2007-08, 2008-09,2009-10.
         Financial turnover of previous years shall be given weightage of 10% per year to bring them to the present price level

The bidder shall furnish a copy of annual report / audited balance sheet for the preceding 5 (five) completed financial years i.e., 2005-06, 2006-07, 2007-08, 2008-09 and 2009-10.

The intending bidder shall furnish the following documentary evidence to substantiate the pre-qualification requirement specified above.

Satisfactory performance certificate issued by an officer of the rank of Chief Engineer or station superintendent / Competent authority of respective power station/sub-station,  certifying the performance of the transformer  supplied by the bidder; and  

ii)
Furnish a copy of annual report duly certified by the chartered accountant for the preceding five financial years. (2005-06 to 2009-10) to establish the average annual turn over requirement and
iii) Furnish a Copy of standard quality assurance plan adopted.

The bidder shall quote in Indian rupees only.
8.6
Those bidders whose contracts have been terminated/fore closed by KPCL or whose performance has not been found satisfactory while executing contracts with KPCL within the last 3 (three) years are not eligible to bid.
9.0 Bidders shall not be under declaration of ineligibility for corrupt and fraudulent practices issued by the Government of Karnataka.
10.0 The tender is of two cover system.
The Bidder should upload scanned copies of the following documents except Price bid which has to be electronically filled in the web site itself within the scheduled date and time indicated in the calendar of events. KPCL shall not be responsible for any improper up loading of tenders, missing text during up-loading etc.
COVER-1 (Technical Bid)
The Cover -1 shall contain the following:

a) Documents to meet the pre- qualification requirements specified in NIT.
b) Earnest money deposit
c) The declaration by the bidder that none of his contracts have been terminated/foreclosed on account of his default in KPCL or else where during last three years.

d) Details of the Commercial terms and conditions, all the schedules specified in bid documents pertaining to commercial terms and conditions. All the technical details and drawings, etc of the technical offer along with all the technical particulars. 


COVER-2  (Price  Bid) shall contain:

Price schedule only. (Price Bid).
11.0 The original documents should be produced for verification at any stage of tender process as and when sought for, failing which, the bids are liable for disqualification.

12.0 Rates shall be quoted in price schedule (Price  bid) in the website itself.

13.0 Price bid of tenderers who have furnished all the documents to meet the pre-qualifying requirements in a satisfactory manner, technically and commercially responsive bids  will only be opened. 
14.0 The tender shall be valid for 180 days from the date of opening of Technical bid (Cover-1 ) 
15.0 Delivery period: Delivery period shall be 12 months from the date of letter of award. 
16.0 Contract Performance Guarantee- The successful bidder has to furnish a Bank Guarantee from a scheduled Bank towards contract performance, equivalent to 10% (TEN) of the contract value with an appropriate validity period, within 30 days from the date of letter of intent (LOI). The BG shall be furnished in the prescribed format only.
17.0 KPCL reserves the right to verify any information/documents furnished by the tenderer should the circumstances so warrant.  In case the information or the documents furnished are found to be incorrect/false or invalid then the EMD furnished by such tenderer shall be forfeited.  Corporation reserves the Right to reject any or all the tenders. However reasons for rejection will be recorded as per KTPP act.
